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Howôs Your Work Zone Awareness?  

For many people, such as police officers, utility workers, sales person-
nel, commercial vehicle drivers, construction workers, firefighters, 
emergency personnel and others, their vehicle is their office. 

Hereôs a timely reminder that everyone plays a role in maintaining a 
safe work zone area during roadway construction.  Keep these work 
zone safety tips in mind: 

1. When you see a work zone, put yourself on high alert as a driver.  Be aware of your 
surroundings, including the construction activity, signs, signals and flagger instruc-
tions. 

2. Activity involving workers and equipment close to the road can be distracting, so 
pay extra attention to your driving, other traffic and any possible obstacles.  

3. Be prepared to take action quickly. Gear down if necessary, and stay ready to brake. 
Check your rearview mirror to see if other vehicles are slowing down as they should. 

4. Flash your vehicleôs brake lights if necessary. 

5. Allow adequate space between you and the vehicle in front of you. Tailgating con-
tributes to the large number of rear -end collisions occurring in work zones. 

6. If you have to merge with traffic in another lane to get around the obstruction, donôt 
wait until the last moment.  

7. Turn on your lights so other drivers and equipment operators can see you better. 

8. Minimize distractions. Donôt fiddle with the CD player or talk on the cell phone 
when youôre negotiating a work zone. 

9. Donôt pass in a work zone. 

10. Donôt change lanes unnecessarily. 

11. Keep up with the traffic flow.  

12. Do not exceed the posted speed limit. Big fines are handed out to work zone speed-
ers because of the serious hazards they create.

The Federal Highway Administration on May 27 released a collection of work zone 
safety training materials and guides.  

The information includes a listing of available training provided by states, universities 
and safety organizations, including the National Safety Council.  FHWA organized the 
information into nine categories, which include intelligent transportation systems, 
nighttime operations, law enforcement and worker safety.

The Federal Motor Carrier Safety Administration (FMCSA) has officially launched 

its new website dedicated to the Driver Pre-Employment Screening Program (PSP).   

The website, which has been accepting pre-registration from commercial motor 

vehicle carriers and drivers, now has electronic access to driver safety inspection 

and crash records as a preliminary step in the hiring process.  The safety informa-

tion is provided by the FMCSA Motor Carrier Management Information System 

(MCMIS).  A carrier will pay $10 for each requested driver history.  An annual sub-

scription fee of $100 also applies.  Carriers with fewer than 100 power units qualify 

for a discounted annual fee of $25 per year.  Individual drivers can request their 

own driving history for $10.  No subscription is necessary for individual drivers.
